TIPS FOR GETTING THE YEAR STARTED OFF RIGHT

· Increase visibility by getting your organization’s name out in as many places as possible

2. Find other members just as enthusiastic about PBL as you are

· It only takes one to get the ball rolling, but with a strong leadership team, your chapter can achieve remarkable feats

· If you’ve recognized the importance of PBL in your life, your friends and fellow classmates will also very likely see its benefits if you go out of your way to tell them what it means to you

· The year will be a lot more fun and much less stressful for you if you share responsibility and delegate authority

3. Get to know your Chapter Management Handbook

· Ask your adviser to see the Chapter Management Handbook

· This invaluable resource is organized in an easy to use format that will provide answers to most of your questions about PBL events

· The Chapter Management Handbook will provide you with dozens of great ideas about National Programs that your chapter can participate in

4. Stay Active

· Plan lots of events to make sure that your members keep busy

· Balance the planned events between both social and working events

· If your PBL chapter has fun, word will spread and thanks to your hard work, the organization will continue to gain momentum

5. Know where to go for help

· Questions and confusion will inevitably arise, when they do make sure that you know how to find the solutions
